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PRIEST TRAINING FUND

This Sunday is Good Shepherd Sunday. Today we pray especially for
priests and for vocations to the priesthood. The annual collection for the
Priest Training Fund (formerly known as WEEF) is taken place today. This
fund pays for the formation of men for the Catholic priesthood. There are
currently 49 men studying at Allen Hall seminary, 13 of whom are from
this Diocese. There is also have one seminarian for Westminster at the
college in Valladolid and one at the Beda College in Rome, who is
presently on pastoral placement in Ruislip. Last year 3 deacons were
ordained for Westminster Diocese. The Priest Training Fund also supports
the ongoing enrichment and formation of our ordained priests. Your
generous donations help us support these men who are called to be like
Christ the Good Shepherd.

Depicting the priestly ordination of Blessed Karl Leisner in Dachau
concentration camp, this stained-glass window shows the moment when
Bishop Gabriel Piguet laid hands on his fellow prisoner. The laying on of
hands is one of the most sacred moments in the rite of ordination. This
window was designed by Paul Weigmann, and is in Xanten Cathedral. The
bishop’s crozier and vestments are on display in the camp.
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
